You must submit a remediation plan, in writing, to this Department within 14 days of receipt of this Notice.  Continued use of the property as a child-occupied facility without first remediating the lead poisoning hazards identified is a violation of the laws of the State of North Carolina.

A list of possible methods for remediating the lead hazard(s) is attached and is considered a part of this Notice by reference.  North Carolina law  requires that the lead hazard(s) be  remediated within 60 days once this Department has approved your plan and that you notify the Department and all persons attending the facility of the dates of the remediation activities at least 3 days prior to beginning the remediation activities.

The following methods of lead-based paint Remediation are prohibited by law:

1.
stripping paint on‑site with methylene chloride‑based solutions;

2.
torch or flame burning;

3.
heating paint with a heat gun above 1100 degrees Fahrenheit;

4.
covering with new paint, or wallpaper unless all readily accessible lead‑based paint has been removed;

5.
uncontrolled abrasive blasting; 

6.
uncontrolled waterblasting; or

7.        dry scraping, unless used in conjunction with heat guns or around electrical outlets
